In compliance with the chapter VI and section A-VI of the international convention
on standards of training certification and watch keeping for seafarers 1978 as
amended we hereby inform of the following .

1- All seafarers employed or engaged on board of Libyan flagged seagoing vessel
which is required to comply with the provisions of the ISPS code on the business of
that ship as part of the ships complement without designated security duties shall
before being assigned to any ship board duties .

a. receive appropriate training in security awareness IMO model course 3.27 or as
similar course as set out in table A-VI/6-1 of the code of the STCW convention.

b. Apply for endorsement of the certificate of proficiency (C.O.P).

2- Every seafarers who is designated to perform security duties including anti-piracy
armed robbery activities shall be required to .

a- receive appropriate approved training in IMO model course 3.26 security training
for seafarers with designated security duties or similar course as set out in the STCW
table A-VI/6-2.

b- Apply for endorsement of certificate of proficiency (C.0.P).

3- Any officers who has received ship security officer training may request a ship
security officer (SSO) certificate of proficiency or certificate of endorsement upon
providing evidence of the following .
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a- having approved seagoing service of not less than 12 months Oor approved sea
going service and knowledge of ships operations,
b- having a valid certificate of cOmpetency (COC) or certificate of endorsement.

c- Having taken an approved training course 3.19 or similar which cover the
requirements established in STCW SECTION (A-VI/5).
d- Apply for endorsement of certificate of proficiency.

section A-VI/5 & A-VI/6 of the STCW 78 as amended said crew shall be in possession -
of the appropriate certificate of Competency .

6-the administration informs all seafarers that the requirements listed in this circular
are to be mandatory by January 1,2014.

7- Every seafarer holding a valid certificate of competency who commenced an
approved seagoing service prior to January 1st 2014, shall be granted a grace period
up until December 31,2014 in order to obtain the corresponding training course
